RESOLUTION NO.   10- 116
RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BOUND BROOK APPROVING the award of a three year contract for collection and disposal of solid waste to Peter Rubinetti Private Disposal, LLC.

WHEREAS, on May 15, 2010, the Borough of Bound Brook (the “Borough”) published a Notice to Bidders in the Courier News and the Star Ledger for a contract for the collection and disposal of the solid waste from residential properties in the Borough of Bound Brook (the “Contract”) in accordance with the terms and conditions of bid specifications available from the Borough Clerk; and 

WHEREAS, two addenda were issued, amending the date for receipt of bids and the time for commencement of the Contract; and


WHEREAS, as amended, the bid specifications provided that the Contract is to run from October 1, 2010 to June 30, 2013, and the date for receipt was July 21, 2010; and


WHEREAS, on July 21, 2010, the Borough accepted and publicly opened bids from six bidders; and 


WHEREAS, the bid specifications included six (6) options, and permitted bidders to bid on any or all of those options; and
WHEREAS, under Option #6, each residence is entitled to collection of three containers of solid waste per week during the months of July, August, and December, and two containers per week during the remainder of the year, and each residence may purchase coupons for the collection and disposal of additional solid waste above that allotment; and 

WHEREAS, under Option #6, the selected contractor is responsible for payment of the solid waste disposal fees; and

WHEREAS, the Borough determined that Option #6 is in the best interest of the residents and taxpayers of the Borough of Bound Brook; and
 

WHEREAS, Peter Rubinetti Private Disposal, LLC (“Rubinetti”), submitted the lowest conforming bid for Option #6, in the amount of three hundred seventeen thousand, nine hundred forty dollars ($317,940) per year, for a total bid of nine hundred fifty three thousand, eight hundred twenty dollars ($953,820); and
WHEREAS, Rubinetti’s bid offered to provide coupons for the collection and disposal of additional solid waste above each residence’s allotment for the sum of one dollar ($1) per container; and
WHEREAS, the Borough has determined that Rubinetti is the lowest responsible bidder; and
WHEREAS, the Borough’s Chief Financial Officer has certified the availability of funds for this Contract, 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Bound Brook as follows:
1.
The recitals set forth above are incorporated into the body of this Resolution as if set forth at length herein.

2.
The award of the Contract for Option #6 to Rubinetti, pursuant to the terms and conditions of the bid specifications and Rubinetti’s bid submitted in response thereto, is hereby authorized.

3.
The Contract awarded hereby shall be in an amount not to exceed nine hundred fifty three thousand, eight hundred twenty dollars ($953,820) for the length of the contract plus the sum of $40,000 for additional coupons anticipated to be purchased by residents, for a total amount not to exceed $993,820.
3.
The Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents that may be required to effectuate the award of the Contract, subject to the review of any such documents by the Borough Attorney.
4.
In accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-15, continuation of the Contract beyond the fiscal year is subject to the availability and appropriation annually of sufficient funds, and in the event of unavailability of such funds, the Borough reserves the right to cancel the Contract.
